Greeter Ministry Instructions

(Revised Sept. 2005)
Mission Statement:

We provide an inviting and orderly atmosphere during the liturgy.

Goals:

Make everyone who enters Risen Christ to feel welcome. Greeters are an important part of the parish.  You have the opportunity and responsibility to represent the rest of the assembly in offering hospitality. A warm smile and word of welcome that reflects God’s love for them can help all worshippers enter more easily and more fully into the celebration of the liturgy.  
Procedures and Guidelines:

BEFORE MASS:

· Arrive at church 20 minutes prior to the Mass to which you are serving.

· Go to the Sacristy and check your name off the schedule posted for the day.

· Wear an “Greeter” nametag.  This will help identify your role for new or visiting parishioners.

· Ensure that bulletins are not available before Mass.  Father prefers people are attentive to the Mass; not reading bulletins during the Mass.  Any bulletins that remain out from a previous Mass should be placed in the sacristy.

· Welcome and greet people with a smile as they come into church, especially if they are unfamiliar to you.
· Hand out hymnals to everyone attending Mass.

· Close the inner doors when the pastor begins the processional. 

DURING MASS:

· After Mass starts, go to your seat; those arriving late will fend for themselves.
· Fully participate in the Mass and join in active worship as fully as possible. Join in singing the hymns, listening attentively, and responding to prayers. This will encourage those around you to participate as well.

AFTER MASS:

· Open the inner doors when the priest leaves the altar.

· Hand out bulletins to each family.  Place a small stack of bulletins on the counter near the main doors of the multipurpose room for those exiting coffee hour (except Saturday Mass).

· At the last Sunday Mass, ensure that all hymnals are placed in the bookcases.  Move bookcases to the southwest storage room.
MISCELLANEOUS:

· If you are unable to serve at your assigned Mass, please arrange your own substitute.  

· Help preserve the dignity of the Eucharist celebration; jeans, shorts, and running shoes have made it to the most unwanted list.
