“Turn your ear to wisdom & apply your heart to
gunderstanding.” Proverbs 2:2  Smart men think about

their health. They know that health screenings are as
important for men as for women. For men to stay healthy &
increase their chance for healthier lives, screenings should
include: a body mass index for obesity, cholesterol check at 35,
blood pressure check every 2 years, colorectal cancer screen at 50
(earlier if there is a history of cancer), diabetes check if either
blood pressure or cholesterol is high, & a discussion with the
doctor about depression screening. An ounce of prevention is
worth a pound of cure.
