On December 3rd & 4th 2011 Health Ministry conducted a 
Health Needs Assessment of the Risen Christ Community. 
Following is a recap of the results. There were 241 
questionnaires completed. 11% were 36-45; 17% were 46-55; 
33% were 56-65; 13% were 66-75; 9% were 76-85. 148 females 
and 85 males participated. 13% single; 75% married; 5% 
divorced; 7% widowed. Race included: 86% white; 7% 
Hispanic/Latino; 3% Asian/Pacific Islander; 3% multi-racial; 
.004% American Indian/Alaska Native; .0087% Basque. Re-
port to be continued next week.
